CITY COUNCIL MEETING        

FEBRUARY 7, 2011
Minutes of the regular City Council meeting held on February 7, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. at City Hall.  Present were Mayor Brent Sanford and Council Members Dave Uhlich, Kris Pacheco and Deanne Valenzuela.  Absent were Council Members Justin Voll (approved), Shane Homiston (approved) and Bruce Erickson (unapproved).  Also present was City Admin Cutshaw, City Auditor Skoglund and Attorney Wyatt Voll.  Mayor Sanford called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Council Member Uhlich moved to approve the minutes of the city council meeting held on January 10, 2011 as presented. Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried unanimously.   
It was noted that a Public Hearing on written protests on Resolution #2010-09 of Proposal for Annexation will be held on Thursday, February 17, 2011 at 5:30 pm in City Hall.  
Police Chief Herfindahl was present and gave an update on the police department.
Council Member Uhlich moved to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to approve the Conditional Use Permit Application submitted by Craig Nelson for Temporary Workforce Housing located at Sect-17, TWP-150, Rang-98, 2nd Annexation 150-98 to Watford City, IT 1892 contingent on his adequately addressing flood plain and drainage concerns and meeting requirements one through thirteen of the staff report dated January 27, 2011.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Uhlich, Pacheco and Valenzuela.  nays: none.
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to approve the Conditional Use Permit Application submitted by Warren Hovland for Temporary Workforce Housing to allow up to four skid units located at 401 10th St SE, Lot 7,8,9, Blk 1, 2nd Addition - Cherry Creek to Watford City.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Valenzuela and Uhlich.  nays: none.
Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to approve the Conditional Use Permit Application submitted by City of Watford City for Temporary Workforce Housing located at 305 3rd St SE, Lot 8,9,10, Replat of Blk 2, Dahl’s Addition Watford.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Valenzuela, Uhlich and Pacheco.  nays:  none.
Acknowledged that the Conditional Use Permit Application submitted by Montana-Dakota Development, LLC for Temporary Workforce Housing located at Irregular Tract No. 485 in the SW1/4 NE1/4 of Section 24 Township 150 North, Range 99 West of the 5th P.M. in McKenzie County was tabled by the Planning Commission.  

Council Member Uhlich moved to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to approve the Conditional Use Permit Application submitted by Ray Morken Jr., dba BBR RV Park  for Temporary Workforce Housing located at 905 3rd Ave SE., 305 10th St SE., 313 10th St SE., 305 11th St SE., 316 9th St SE., 312 Bolken Drive, Cherry Creek Addition and Cherry Creek 2nd Addition to Watford City.  This approval is contingent on the applicant’s required monthly report and will omit their personal dwelling property in the total square footage of properties and that the amount of units is allowable for the amount of square footage. Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Uhlich and Valenzuela.  nays:  none.  

Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve the Second Reading on Ordinance #227 Amending Chapter XII of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Changing the Source of Funds with Which the City of Watford City Can Give Grants to Private Entities Pursuant to the Home Rule Charter. Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve the First Reading on An Ordinance Amending Article IX of Chapter XVI of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Adding Workforce Housing to A-1 Agricultural District Conditional Uses. Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve the First Reading on an Ordinance adding article 30 to Chapter 15 of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Subdivision Regulations.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.
Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve the raffle permit applications for Watford City Baseball Boosters; Good Shepherd Home Auxiliary and also Dakota West Credit Union.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried unanimously.  

Council Member Pacheco moved to approve payment of grants by the Energy Impact Office for $930.88; $7,487.14 and also $10,000 for the Watford City Fire Department.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried unanimously.

Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve the appointment of Jesse Lawrence to the Planning Commission to June 30, 2011, filling the unexpired term of Marlene Sax.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried unanimously.

Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the ND Department of Transportation Cost Participation & Maintenance Agreement in the amount of $8,897.20 for US 85 – Project No. NH-7-085(055)142 for Mill and Hot Bituminous Overlay.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Uhlich, Pacheco and Valenzuela.  nays: none.

It was the consensus of the city council to allow the property owner to place a camper on an empty lot until permanent housing is placed provided that construction begins not later than June 1, 2011.  Subject property is located at 128 & 132 2nd St SW.
