CITY COUNCIL MEETING     
MAY 4, 2011

Minutes of the regular City Council meeting held on May 4, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at City Hall.  Present were Mayor Brent Sanford and Council Members Dave Uhlich, Shane Homiston, Justin Voll, Kris Pacheco and Deanne Valenzuela. Absent was Council Member Bruce Erickson (unapproved).  Also present was City Auditor Skoglund, City Planner Moen, Supt of Public Works Smith and Attorney Wyatt Voll.  Mayor Sanford called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the minutes of the city council meetings held on April 4, 2011 noting that the approval of the proposed Extra-Territorial Zoning Boundaries as shown on the Annexation Concept Map “A” with legal description and to be Zoned A-2 – Agriculture District was the First Reading and to also approve the minutes of the city council meetings held on April 12 and April 20, 2011 as presented.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.    
Council Member Valenzuela moved to allow a fireworks display at the Tourist Park for the Relay for Life ceremony prior to 11:00 p.m. on June 3, 2011 contingent on there not being a fire ban.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried unanimously.  

Police Chief Herfindahl was present and gave an update on the police department.  
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Homiston moved to approve the Zoning Variance application submitted by Lyle Bruins to allow for a 15’ front yard variance located at 329 4th St NW, Lot 1 & 2, Newman Addition.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Voll, Uhlich, Homiston, Valenzuela and Pacheco.  nays: none.
Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve the final plat for the Veeder Estates Subdivision with conditions as stated in the staff report.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Valenzuela, Voll, Pacheco, Uhlich and Homiston.  nays: none. 

Council Member Homiston moved to have the Planning Commission notice a public hearing to change the zoning from A-1 to R-1 in Veeder Estates to bring the zoning for the subdivision into compliance with City Code. Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.  
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve the Development Agreement as a mechanism for use by the City.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Homiston, Pacheco, Uhlich, Valenzuela and Voll.  nays: none.
Council Member Homiston moved to deny the Planning Commission’s recommendation to approve the Zoning Change Application submitted by Hinckley-James, Inc. to re-zone the proposed property from the current Zone R-1 to R-2 with proposed development of multi and single family.  The denial was based on the proposed development not matching the existing development and that no development agreement exists. Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Homiston, Voll, Pacheco and Uhlich.  nays:  Valenzuela.   
        

Council Member Voll moved to deny the Planning Commission’s recommendation to approve the Zoning Change Application submitted by Elemental Development Group to re-zone the proposed property from the current zone Agriculture to RP. The denial was based on the property being set aside in the land use map as single family. Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Pacheco, Voll, Uhlich, Homiston and Valenzuela.  nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to hire Jesse Wellen for a Police Officer position.  Salary will be Category 4 – Step 0 with employment beginning June 1, 2011.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Uhlich, Voll, Homiston, Pacheco and Valenzuela.  nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to approve advertising and hiring a Code Enforcement Official.  This will be a full-time position and salary will be depending on experience.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Valenzuela, Pacheco, Uhlich, Homiston and Voll.  nays:  none.  
Upon the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to advertise and hire an additional office employee.  Salary will be Category 3 and the step to be determined by experience.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Uhlich, Pacheco, Valenzuela, Homiston and Voll.  nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Personnel Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to advertise and fill the summer mowing position. Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:   ayes:  Uhlich, Pacheco, Valenzuela, Voll and Homiston.  nays:  none.  
Council Member Uhlich moved to approve the Lawn Maintenance Contracts with Todd Hayden for 2011 lawn maintenance services at City Hall and Long X Visitor Center.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Voll, Valenzuela, Uhlich and Homiston and Pacheco. nays: none.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the Second Reading on Ordinance #233 Amending Section 3 of Article XXIX, Chapter XV of the City of Watford City Ordinances Regarding Building Permits Required in Extra-Territorial Zoning Jurisdiction.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Homiston, Valenzuela, Uhlich, Pacheco and Voll.  nays: none.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the Second Reading on Ordinance #234 Adding Article IX (A) to Chapter XV of the City of Watford City Ordinances Establishing Zoning District A-2.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Valenzuela, Uhlich, Homiston and Voll.  nays: none.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on an Ordinance Amending Chapter 1, Article 103 of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Division of City into Precincts.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried unanimously.
Council Member Valenzuela moved to approve Resolution No. 2011-04 – Resolution to Rescind Identity Theft Prevention Program Resolution.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following Roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Uhlich, Voll, Valenzuela and Homiston.  nays:  none.  

Council Member Voll moved to approve the Special Permit submitted by Cheryl Faulkner and D&M’s Office to serve alcohol at the McKenzie County Fairgrounds in the Gymnastics Building for the Faulkner/Ranger wedding dance on June 4, 2011 from 6:00 pm to 1:00 am.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried unanimously.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the Second Reading on the Extra-Territorial Zoning Boundaries as shown on the Annexation Concept Map “A” with legal description and to be Zoned A-2 – Agriculture District.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Pacheco, Valenzuela, Uhlich, Homiston and Voll.  nays:  none.    
Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on An Ordinance Adding Section 2-227 to Article 2 to Chapter II of the City of Watford City Ordinances Regulating the Use of Campers on Public Streets and Alleys.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried unanimously. 
Council Member Voll moved to approve the site authorizations beginning 7-01-11 and ending 6-30-12:  American Legion Post 29 gaming at the American Legion Club; D&M’s Office, Inc. and Watford City Bar, Inc.; and Watford City FOE #3543 gaming at McKenzie County Fairgrounds.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.
Council Member Voll moved to approve the application for Abatement of Taxes submitted by Dakota District of the Wesleyan Church for a Church Parsonage.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Voll, Homiston, Pacheco, Valenzuela and Uhlich.  nays: none.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve payment of grants by the Energy Impact Office for $3,632.64 for the Watford City Fire Department.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously. 
Mayor Sanford reported on HB 1206.  Governor Dalrymple, and other dignitaries, was present in Watford City at the Heritage Room for the signing ceremony for the Western Area Water Supply bill.  This will bring Missouri River water to Watford City.  The project may have water available to the City this time next year.
City Planner Moen reported that The Dakotan and One Stop will pave their parking lots in 2011 as agreed upon by the property owners.  He also reported on the Black Hills Trucking Easement for Right-of-Way purposes for Mulder Temporary Workforce Housing. The easement must be given and the road built by Mulder’s for the City. 

It was the consensus of the city council that the city will not sell the ground pavement and asphalt to private parties. It will be stock piled for the city’s use.
It was the consensus of the city council to hire Hanson Construction to repair the concrete and asphalt that was damaged due to utility repairs over the winter.
There was a discussion on the proposed Track-Out Ordinance (City of Watford City Ordinances Chapter 11, Article 5).  The city attorney will proceed and prepare this ordinance.
Council Member Homiston moved to place a one-year moratorium in the C-1 District for new temporary workforce housing. The expansion of existing permitted uses will be allowed.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Uhlich, Valenzuela and Homiston.  nay: Voll.
