CITY COUNCIL MEETING     
JUNE 6, 2011

Minutes of the regular City Council meeting held on June 6, 2011 at 5:30 p.m. at City Hall.  Present were Mayor Brent Sanford and Council Members Justin Voll, Kris Pacheco and Deanne Valenzuela. Absent were Council Members Dave Uhlich (approved), Shane Homiston (approved) and Bruce Erickson (unapproved).  Also present was City Auditor Skoglund, City Planner Moen, Supt of Public Works Smith and Attorney Wyatt Voll.  Mayor Sanford called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the minutes of the city council meetings held on May 2, May 4 and May 23, 2011 as presented.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.    
Council Member Valenzuela moved to allow the Homefest Committee to have the streets blocked off at 6:00 p.m. and to allow alcohol on Main Street and sidewalks for the street dance during Homefest, June 24-25, 2011 from 8:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m.  An alcohol-free area will be provided.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.  

A.J. Mock, NW Director of Senior Citizen Program was present and gave an update on the Bus Barn for McKenzie County Transportation.

Council Member Voll moved to renew the Liquor and Beer Licenses and the Sunday Alcoholic Beverage Permits as submitted for July 1, 2011 thru June 30, 2012 for the following applicants:  American Legion Club; D&M’s Office; Fox Hills Golf & Country Club @ Watford City;      Little Missouri Grille, Inc; Long X Bottle Shop; Six Shooter LLP; Marquardt Inc. dba TJ’s Pizza & Suds; and Watford City Bar, Inc..  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Voll and Valenzuela.  nays: none.  
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Valenzuela moved to revoke the Conditional Use Permit issued April 26, 2010 to Cheetah Services, Inc. based on proximity to the Elementary School impairing and diminishing the existing permitted uses.  The conditional use permit will end on August 15, 2011.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Valenzuela and Voll.  nays: Pacheco. 
Denise Heiser and MaLissa Schroeder, owners of D & M’s Office, were present in reference to the Notification of Violation for 1st offense dated May 19, 2011 and also Notification of Violation for 2nd offense dated May 19, 2011.  Also present was Steve Brenno, Watford City Bar, in reference to the Notification of Violation for 1st offense dated May 19, 2011.    
Council Member Valenzuela moved to impose a written warning as the First Offense and to impose a $1,000 administrative penalty, plus a one-day suspension of alcoholic beverage license for D & M’s Office and also to impose a written warning as the First Offense for Watford City Bar, Inc. These penalty’s are in accordance with Section 6-535(1)(h) of the Watford City Ordinances. Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Valenzuela and Voll.  nays: none.  It is noted that the owners of D & M’s Office will notify Chief of Police Herfindahl as to the day when their business will be closed which will be prior to July 6, 2011.

Council Member Uhlich arrived at 6:46 pm.  Police Chief Herfindahl was present and gave an update on the police department. 
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the Zoning Change Application submitted by Ace in the Hole Construction, LLC to re-zone Sect 08 TWP 150 Range 098 E1/2SW1/4SE1/4 from the present zone A-2 to C-1.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Voll, Uhlich, Pacheco and Valenzuela.  nays:  none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit submitted by Ace in the Hole Construction, LLC to allow for Temporary Workforce Housing located at Sect 08 TWP 150 Range 098 E1/2SW1/4SE1/4 subject to the conditions outlined in the staff report and verification of correct legal description. Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Valenzuela, Voll, Pacheco and Uhlich.  nays: none.
Mayor Sanford called the Public Hearing, as advertised, to order for the application for Annexation for Sundeen’s Addition submitted by Ross L. Sundeen.  There were no written protests received.  Comments were taken from the public.  The Public Hearing was closed.  
Mayor Sanford called the Public Hearing, as advertised, to order for the application for Annexation submitted by Michael W. Vannett.  There were no written protests received.  Comments were taken from the public.  The Public Hearing was closed.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on an ordinance to approve the Annexation for Sundeen’s Addition submitted by Ross L. Sundeen.   Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.

Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on an ordinance to approve the application for Annexation submitted by Michael W. Vannett.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit submitted by Michael Vannett to allow for an RV Park located at 809 2nd Ave SW and 901 2nd Ave SW.  This approval is contingent on the applicant submitting a site plan and drainage plan.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Uhlich, Valenzuela, Pacheco and Voll.  nays:  none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit submitted by Luke Taylor to allow for Temporary Workforce Housing located at 1204 4th Ave NE.  This approval is contingent on the applicant submitting a site plan with adequate drainage and City Planner Moen approving and signing off on the site plan.    Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich.  Roll call vote.  ayes:  Uhlich and Voll.  nays: Pacheco and Valenzuela.  Mayor Sanford broke the tie and voted aye.  Motion carried.  
Council Member Voll moved to start the process and publish a notice of a public hearing to add a new Municipal Zone.  Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Voll, Pacheco, Valenzuela and Uhlich.  nays:  none.  
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the expansion of an existing Conditional Use Permit to allow for additional Temporary Workforce Housing issued to Darwin Krabbenhoft located at 501 10th St SE, allowing up to two (2) units.  This is a change from one (1) unit previously approved on October 4, 2010.  Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Valenzuela, Uhlich and Voll.  nays:  Pacheco.  

Council Member Homiston arrived at 7:58 pm.  Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Zoning Change Application submitted by Badlands Development to re-zone 30 acres in the N1/2NW1/4, Section 24, Township 150N, Range 99W from the current zone A-1 to R-4. Motion seconded by Council Member Valenzuela and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes:  Uhlich, Voll, Pacheco, Valenzuela and Homiston.  nays: none.

Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Renaissance Zone application submitted by Konell Rhone located at 609 Park Ave West.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Pacheco, Uhlich, Valenzuela, Voll and Homiston.  nays:  none.    

Council Member Valenzuela left the meeting at 8:08 pm.  Council Member Voll moved to approve the Second Reading on Ordinance #235 Amending Chapter 1, Article 103 of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Division of City into Precincts.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Homiston, Uhlich, Pacheco and Voll.  nays: none.
Council Member Voll moved to approve the Second Reading on Ordinance #236 Adding Section 2-227 to Article 2 to Chapter II of the City of Watford City Ordinances Regulating the Use of Campers on Public Streets and Alleys.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Uhlich, Voll, Homiston and Pacheco.  nays:  none.   
Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on An Ordinance Adding Section 7-111 to Article I to Chapter XII of the City of Watford City Ordinances Regulating the Use Keeping of Wild Animals Within City Limits.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried unanimously.  

Council Member Voll moved to approve the First Reading on An Ordinance Adding Section 4-1601 to Article 16 of Chapter IV of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Track Out Materials.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.
Council Member Voll moved to approve Resolution #2011-05 Setting Bond for the City Auditor. Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Homiston, Uhlich, Voll and Pacheco.  nays: none.

Council Member Voll moved to approve the following Special Permits:

· Chaunci Auen and D&M’s Office to sell & serve alcohol at the Veterans Memorial Building for the Auen/Mell wedding dance on July 9, 2011 from 6:00 pm to 1:00 am.

Council Member Voll moved to renew the Contract for Collection of City Sales, Use and Gross Receipts Taxes for July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2013 between the City of Watford City and the Tax Commissioner of the State of North Dakota.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously. 
David Johnson, Advanced Engineering was present and updated the council on the status of the bid packages for the expansion of the City’s infrastructure into Growth Areas 1 and 2 and the construction of the trunk line to the City’s lagoon.  Bids will be opened on June 16, 2011 for awarding of the contracts for the construction of the water and sewer expansion.
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the following Task Orders between the City of Watford City and Advanced Engineering: 

Task Order No. 7 for Area 2 – Water Distribution Main and Sanitary Sewer Main Extensions Part B-Preliminary Engineering for Professional Engineering services for the extension of a new Water Main, Sanitary Sewer Main, and Force Main commencing at the intersection of US Highway 85 and 11th Ave SW continuing south to the intersection of US Highway 85 and 11th Ave SW for a lump sum of $36, 000.
Task Order No. 8 for Area 6 – Sanitary Sewer Main Extensions – Preliminary Engineering for Professional Engineering services for the extension of a new Sanitary Sewer Main and Force Main commencing at the intersection of ND Highway 23 and 12th Street NE continuing east to the intersection of ND Highway 23 and ND Highway 1806 for a lump sum of $43,500.

Task Order No. 9 for Watford City Wastewater Treatment Facility Design – Phase 1 for Professional engineering services for the design of Phase 1 capacity expansion of the City’s wastewater treatment facility (WWTF).  Phase 1 upgrades include: influent lift station expansion, aeration upgrades, southeast primary lagoon relining and reconfiguration, booster station expansion, yard piping modifications, electrical, instrumentation/controls, and disinfection upgrades for a lump sum of $220,024.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Homiston, Pacheco, Voll and Uhlich.  nays:  none.  

Council Member Homiston moved to approve Mayor Sanford’s appointments.  

· Approve the reappointment of Neal Shipman to the Lodging Tax board for a 4 year term from July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2015.  

· Approve the reappointment of Phil Riely to the Pest Control board for a 2 year term from July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2013.  

· Approve the reappointment of Jan Riely to the Pest Control board for a 2 year term from July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2013. 
· Approve the reappointment of Jesse Lawrence to the Planning Commission board for a 5 year term from July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2016. 
Motion seconded by Council Member Uhlich and carried unanimously. 
It was the consensus of the council to have the City Attorney and City Planner review the Abandoned Property and Building Demolition Policy (amended 11-02-09).  It is noted that Glenn Stenehjem is in the process of obtaining a demolition permit for a garage in Renaissance Zone.  

City Planner Moen and Supt of Public Works Smith both presented their monthly reports to the city council.  
Council Member Voll moved to accept Hiland’s offer of $696.00 to settle the debt owed by Hettinger to the City of Watford City for materials in return for a Lien Waiver.   Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call.  ayes: Voll, Homiston, Uhlich and Pacheco.  nays:  none.

Council Member Uhlich moved to approve the Division Order with Newfield Production Company on Property Name Staal 150-99-26-35-1H.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously.
