CITY COUNCIL MEETING
July 9, 2012

Minutes of the regular City Council meeting held on July 9, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall.  Present were Mayor Brent Sanford and Council Members Justin Voll, Kris Pacheco, Dave Uhlich, Doug Bolken, and Marty Mulder.  Also present were City Planner Curt Moen, Attorney Wyatt Voll, Superintendent of Public Works Justin Smith, and City Auditor Laura Anderson.  Mayor Sanford called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Council Member Voll moved to approve the minutes of the City Council meetings held on June 4, 2012, June 18, 2012 and June 26, 2012 as presented.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried unanimously. 
Mayor Sanford called the Public Hearing, as advertised, to order for the Application for Annexation submitted by Warren Hovland; 22.21 acres at 401 14th St SW (Section 23, T150N, R99W).  There were no written comments or comments from the public.  The Public Hearing was closed. 
Mayor Sanford called the Public Hearing, as advertised, to order for the Application for Annexation submitted by CKW Properties LLP (South Park Commercial Development); 5.00 acres at 804 Main St. S (IT 1821, Section 19, T150N, R98W). There were no written comments or comments from the public.  The Public Hearing was closed. 
Mayor Sanford called the Public Hearing, as advertised, to order for the Application for Annexation submitted by Bakken Development Solutions LLC and Jarvis Sorenson (Crossroads at Watford City Development); (90.48 acres of land lying in NW1/4 of Section 22, T150N, R98W).  There were no written comments or comments from the public.  The Public Hearing was closed. 
Denton Zubke and Jaret Wirtz, Western Area Water Supply Authority, were present to give an update on the WAWS project and request approval of the sub-agreements between McKenzie County Water Resource District and the City.   The sub-agreements will be reviewed at the next Council meeting.
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the Pipeline Easement between the City of Watford City and the Western Area Water Supply Authority.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Bolken, Uhlich, Voll, and Mulder; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Roughrider Fund Committee, Council Member Pacheco moved to accept the Roughrider Fund application submitted by the McKenzie County Heritage Park and to approve a $10,000 grant toward a chain link fence around the park.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Voll, Mulder, Bolken, and Uhlich; nays: none. 

Upon the recommendation of the Roughrider Fund Committee, Council Member Pacheco moved to approve a $25,000 grant to Boomtown Executive Suites LLC for exterior renovation.  Motion seconded by Council Member Mulder.  Roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco and Mulder; nays: Voll, Bolken and Uhlich.  Motion did not carry.
Council Member Voll moved to allow Relay for Life to have a fireworks display from 10:30 p.m. to 11:00 p.m. on August 10, 2012.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried unanimously.
Council Member Homiston arrived at 6:30 p.m.

Council Member Voll moved to approve the Ribfest Committee’s request to allow alcohol on two blocks of Main Street on August 10th from 4:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. (with wrist bands required). From 8:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m. alcohol will be allowed only in the beer garden area.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Homiston, Uhlich, Pacheco, and Bolken; nays: Mulder.
Lee Rafferty was present to provide an update on the planned 9-hole expansion at the Fox Hills Golf Course.
Ken Callahan and several MDU employees were present to give an update on improvements MDU has made to provide service in the area.
Mark Young, Jackola Engineering and Architecture, presented several concept drawings for increasing office space at City Hall.  Council Member Bolken moved to authorize Jackola to proceed with the discovery phase at a cost of up to $30,000.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Bolken, Homiston, Voll, Mulder, and Pacheco; nays: none.

Council Member Voll moved to approve the Development Agreement, Subdivision Improvement Agreement, Infrastructure Improvement Agreement, and Mortgage with Bayfront Builders, Inc. and Jeff Hausmann, LLC pending final completion and contingent upon the receiving the proper title work and $250,000 funding.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote: Voll, Pacheco, Mulder, Bolken, and Homiston; nays: none.

Council Member Voll left the table at 7:38 p.m.
Todd Norton, Advanced Engineering and Environmental Services, was present to review the updated Task Order Edition agreement between Advanced Engineering and the City.  Council Member Homiston moved to approve the Task Order Edition Agreement contingent upon Attorney Voll’s review.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Homiston, Bolken, Pacheco, and Mulder; nays: none.
Council Member Voll returned to the table at 7:43 p.m.
Council Member Voll moved to approve Pay Estimate #1 for $39,458.25 to Merryman Excavation for the Area 5 Utilities and Extensions project.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote: Voll, Pacheco, Mulder, Bolken, and Homiston; nays: none.
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve Task Order #1 for General Construction Observation Services for up to $10,000.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes:  Pacheco, Bolken, Mulder, Homiston, and Voll; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Variance Application submitted by Scott, Todd and Doug Bolken for property located at 1009, 1013, 1017, and 1021 4th Ave SE, Block 3, Lot 3-4-5-6, 2nd Addition Cherry Creek, for a 6’ variance from the required 25’ front yard setback to allow for placement of 16’ x 76’ mobile homes, with the conditions set forth under Recommendations in the Staff Report.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Homiston, Pacheco, and Mulder; nays: none.  Council Member Bolken abstained from voting.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Conditional Use Application submitted by Pilot Travel Centers, LLC allowing for a 12,000 gallon above ground diesel storage tank and dispenser located at 1009 11th St SW; 3.53 acres, with the conditions set forth under Recommendations in the Staff Report.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Mulder, Bolken, Pacheco, and Homiston; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the Subdivision Preliminary Plat submitted by Tru Value Homes, LLC for property located at NE1/4 NW1/4 Ex IT 1002 Terr Sub, NE1/4 SW1/4 S1/2 NW Ex IT 1056 Old West Sub Ex IT 1279 (Plat of Pleasant Hills Subdivision).  Motion seconded by Council Member Mulder and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Mulder, Homiston, Voll, and Bolken; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Homiston moved to Amend Section 2 of Article XIX of Chapter XV of the City of Watford City Ordinances relating to Permitted Uses in the I-P Industrial Park District to include Truck Wash Facilities.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Homiston, Voll, Mulder, Bolken, and Pacheco; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to Amend Section 3-1 of Article XIX of Chapter XV of the City of Watford City Ordinances relating to General Requirements in the I-P Industrial Park District to read as “The tract for use ….less than one (1) acre in area.”  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Pacheco, Bolken, Homiston, and Mulder; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit submitted by Links Owned Properties, LLC located at 605 11th Ave SW, McKenzie County, 10 acres, allowing up to 30 silos.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Homiston, Bolken, Mulder, and Voll; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Renaissance Zone Application submitted by David and Deanne Valenzuela for property located at 325 2nd St NE.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Bolken, Mulder, Pacheco, and Homiston; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Zone Change Application submitted by Knife River for property located at 401 14th St SW, Section 23, T150N, R99W, McKenzie County, 3 acres, to H-I from A-2, with the conditions set forth under Recommendations in the Staff Report.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Bolken, Homiston, Mulder, and Pacheco; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Zone Change Application submitted by Paul Deutsch for property located at SW1/4 Section 15, T150N, R98W, McKenzie County, 3 acres, to R-1 from A-2, with the conditions set forth under Recommendations in the Staff Report.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Pacheco, Bolken, Mulder, and Homiston; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Homiston moved to approve the Subdivision Preliminary Plat submitted by Prairie Housing Services for property located at 2008 17th Ave NE, Section 8, T150N, R98W, McKenzie County, 48.626 acres (Plat of Prairie Commercial Plaza).  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Homiston, Bolken, Voll, Mulder, and Pacheco; nays: none.
City Auditor Anderson informed the Council that Jim Svihovec had been hired to do cemetery maintenance.
Council Member Homiston moved to make an offer of employment to Travis Bateman for the position of Police Officer with a start date of August 1, 2012 and salary assignment of Category 4, Step 2.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Homiston, Voll, Bolken, Pacheco, and Mulder; nays: none.

Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the First Reading on an Application for Annexation submitted by Warren Hovland; 22.21 acres at 401 14th St SW (Section 23, T150N, R99W).  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried unanimously.  
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the First Reading on an Application for Annexation submitted by CKW Properties LLP (South Park Commercial Development); 5.00 acres at 804 Main St. S (IT 1821, Section 19, T150N, R98W).  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried unanimously.  
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the First Reading on an Application for Annexation submitted by Bakken Development Solutions LLC and Jarvis Sorenson (Crossroads at Watford City Development); (90.48 acres of land lying in NW1/4 of Section 22, T150N, R98W).  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried unanimously.  
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the Second Reading on Ordinance #276 Amending Section 3-216 of Article 2 of Chapter III of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Curb Cock Specifications.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Voll, Homiston, Mulder, and Bolken; nays: none.
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the Second Reading on Ordinance #277 Amending Section 3-304 of Article 3 of Chapter III of the City of Watford City Ordinances Relating to Private Sewage Disposal.  Motion seconded by Council Member Mulder and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Mulder, Bolken, Homiston, and Voll; nays: none.
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the raffle permit application submitted by Dakota West Credit Union/Monjore’s Relay for Life.  Motion seconded by Council Member Voll and carried unanimously.  

Due to increased odor problems as well as the need to draw down the lagoons for the upcoming wastewater treatment facility project, it was the consensus of the Council to stop accepting septic disposal effective July 13, 2012.
The May 2012 cash and budget reports were reviewed.

Council Member Homiston moved to approve a one-year moratorium on temporary workforce housing, RV parks, and mobile home parks in the Extraterritorial Zone Area, with the exception of allowing temporary housing for employees only on commercial or industrial zoned property with a maximum of one housing unit per acre with a minimum of 5,000 square feet dedicated to each housing unit.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote:  ayes: Homiston, Pacheco, Voll, Mulder, and Bolken; nays: none.

Council Member Homiston moved to approve a request by Stenehjem Development to withdraw the preliminary plat that had been approved on April 2, 2012 with the condition that zoning revert to A-2.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: Homiston, Bolken, Mulder, Pacheco, and Voll; nays: none.

Council Member Voll moved to approve utilizing the services of Matt Beard, TD&H Engineering, Inc. for construction review and Alicia Brenna, Brenna Law Firm for development agreement review.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Bolken, Pacheco, Mulder, and Homiston; nays: none.
Superintendent of Public Works Smith was present and gave an update on the Public Works Department.
