CITY COUNCIL – SPECIAL MEETING

September 10, 2012            
Minutes of the special City Council meeting held September 10, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall.  

Present were Mayor Brent Sanford, Council Members Justin Voll, Kris Pacheco, Marty Mulder, Doug Bolken, and Shane Homiston. Absent was Council Member Dave Uhlich.  Also present were City Attorney Wyatt Voll and City Auditor Laura Anderson.  Mayor Sanford called the special meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  
Mayor Sanford opened the public hearing, as advertised, on a Proposed Project and the Issuance of Housing Revenue Bonds under the Municipal Industrial Development Act of 1955 relating to a proposed 124-unit housing facility and daycare center to be owned by Lutheran Social Services.  There were no comments from the public.  The public hearing was closed.
Council Member Voll moved to approve the Resolution Approving the Issuance of Mortgage Revenue Bonds (LSS Housing Watford City II, LLC Project).  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Bolken, Homiston, Pacheco, Mulder; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Roughrider Fund Committee, Council Member Pacheco moved to accept the Roughrider Fund application submitted by McKenzie County Healthcare Systems and to grant $50,000 in each of the next 10 months toward the construction of a 24-unit apartment building for use by healthcare system employees, pending the availability of Roughrider funds during those 10 months.  If the apartment building is sold within five years, McKenzie County Healthcare Systems will be responsible for repaying a prorated portion of the grant, calculated at $100,000 per year remaining.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes:  Pacheco, Bolken, Mulder, Homiston, Voll; nays: none.

Upon the recommendation of the Roughrider Fund Committee, Council Member Voll moved to accept the Roughrider Fund application submitted by the Watford City Park District and to grant $50,000 toward construction of a double tennis court.  Motion seconded by Council Member Homiston and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes:  Voll, Homiston, Mulder, Pacheco, Bolken; nays: none.

Upon the recommendation of the Roughrider Fund Committee, Council Member Voll moved to accept the Roughrider Fund application submitted by Stacy Arnegard and Cheryl Grantier and to grant $10,000 toward development of updated playground equipment and picnic shelter at Tobacco Gardens.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes:  Voll, Pacheco, Bolken, Mulder, Homiston; nays: none.
Upon the recommendation of the Roughrider Fund Committee, Council Member Homiston moved to accept the Roughrider Fund application submitted by the McKenzie County Heritage Park and to grant $10,000 for the purpose of moving the old train depot from its present location to the Heritage Park.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes:  Homiston, Bolken, Pacheco, Mulder, Voll; nays: none.
Mark Young, Jackola Engineering, presented a proposal for expanding the office space at City Hall.  Mr. Young will present a proposed fee schedule at the October 1st meeting.
Upon the recommendation of the Planning Commission, Council Member Voll moved to approve the Subdivision Final Plat submitted by Jarvis and Kadie Sorenson/Bakken Development Solutions for property located NW1/4 Sec. 22, T150N, R98W at the south east quadrant of Hwy 23 and County Rd 37, contingent upon an approved Development Agreement, proof of bonding, and revisions to the wording on the final plat.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Pacheco, Mulder, Homiston, Bolken; nays: none.
Todd Norton, Advanced Engineering, was present to provide a project update.  Mr. Norton suggested installing an additional blower as part of the Wastewater Treatment Facility Project to increase treatment capacity, for an estimated cost of approximately $208,000.  It was the consensus of the Council to install the additional blower. Mr. Norton will bring a change order to the next meeting.

Council Member Homiston left the meeting at 8:10 p.m.
Council Member Voll moved to approve R.S. Bennet Construction Company’s Pay Application #2 for $45,000 for the Area 6 Utilities Extension Project.  Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Bolken, Mulder, Pacheco; nays; none.

Council Member Pacheco moved to approve Advanced Engineering Task Order #4 – Storm Water Submittal Checklist for $3,500.  Motion seconded by Council Member Mulder and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Mulder, Bolken, Voll; nays: none.
Council Member Bolken moved to approve Advanced Engineering Task Order #5 – Floodplain Submittal Checklist for $6,000.  Motion seconded by Council Member Pacheco and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Bolken, Pacheco, Mulder, Voll; nays: none.
Council Member Voll moved to approve resolution #2012-06 Resolution to Set Fees for Utility Permit.  Motion seconded by Council Member Mulder and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Mulder, Bolken, Pacheco; nays: none.
Council Member Voll moved to approve the Application for Special Permit for the Hi-Way Lounge & Grill (Alexander) to sell and serve alcoholic beverages at the Civic Center on September 29, 2012 from 8:00 p.m. to 12:00 a.m. for the Trudy Slow and Erick Skedsvold wedding.  Motion seconded by Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Voll, Pacheco, Bolken, Mulder; nays: none.
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the Application for Special Permit for D&M’s Office to sell and serve alcoholic beverages at the Veterans’ Building/Civic Center on October 13, 2012 from 12:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m. for the Pheasants Forever banquet and fundraiser.  Motion seconded by Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Bolken, Voll, Mulder; nays: none.
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the Application for Special Permit for Six Shooters LLP to sell and serve alcoholic beverages in the parking lot behind Outlaw’s Bar and Grill on September 29, 2012 from 5:00 p.m. to 12:30 a.m. (Oktoberfest).  Motion seconded by Bolken and carried by the following roll call vote: ayes: Pacheco, Bolken, Mulder, Voll; nays: none.
Council Member Pacheco moved to approve the raffle permit application submitted by the Watford City Lions Club. Motion seconded by Council Member Bolken and carried.
